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Objectives for use

JELONET is a soft paraffin dressing that is not medicated, making it ideal for use with topical antibiotics or antiseptics. It is soothing and low-adherent, and allows the wound to drain into an absorbent secondary dressing.

JELONET is a sterile paraffin tulle gras dressing made from open weave gauze. The gauze has interlocking threads which minimise fraying when the dressing is cut to shape.











Indications/Contraindications

Indications

Minor burns and scalds 

Donor and recipient graft sites 

Skin loss wounds, lacerations and abrasions 

Leg ulcers





Contraindications/Precautions

Change dressing daily or more often according to the condition of the wound 

For leg ulcers, only use under medical advice
