                                         Intended Use 

		Mepitel One is not absorbent. The open perforated structure allows exudate to pass vertically into a secondary absorbent dressing pad, which must be changed as required by the conditions of the wound and the amount of exudate in order to prevent maceration.

		The integrity of the Mepitel One dressing reduce the necessity for frequent primary dressing

                                          Application

		1. Cleanse the wound in accordance with clinical practice and dry the surrounding skin thoroughly.

		2. Choose a size of Mepitel One that covers the wound and the surrounding skin by at least 2 cm.

		If required, Mepitel One can be cut. For larger wounds more overlap is required.
